Heart-Gives-Unto-Heart Catholic Roadshow: May – June 2011

A Modern Opportunity for Raising Awareness                                      of Religious Vocations 

The “Catholic Roadshow” is being organised as a follow-up to the Papal Visit by heartgivesuntoheart (a lay Catholic organisation which broadcast daily during the Pope’s visit).  The Catholic Roadshow aims to celebrate Catholic Life in GB and to offer an opportunity for Catholic groups to make themselves better known especially among  young people.  Each day the roadshow will offer a variety of activities from live radio, talks, seminars, receptions, exhibitions, concerts and of course Mass.
It will be appearing in the 16 locations on the dates listed below, for just one day at a time, based either in the local cathedral, Catholic chaplaincies or schools.

As Religious we are being offered the opportunity, in conjunction with the Catholic Roadshow, to visit approximately 3 or 4 local Catholic Secondary schools each day, from the Monday to Friday of each week, during the road show calendar.  On the Saturday and Sunday sessions it would be good if we could at least provide an exhibition of some of our Congregations’ life and ministry, perhaps with some religious who could meet some groups in an informal manner. The aim of this exercise is to heighten awareness of our way of life and to offer opportunities for young people to reflect on their vocation.  We would like to have at least pairs of religious working in each school.  We will be working in collaboration with the appropriate Diocesan Vocation Director, Diocesan Youth Officer and the Secondary RE advisor in each location.  To fully achieve this opportunity we need the active involvement of at least six religious, sisters, brothers and priests on each day.  
It may be that you or members of your Congregation might be available for one of these sessions, or even for more than one of these days – so much the better!  Ideally we would like to ensure that we have representation of sisters, brothers and priests in each location.  Fr Angel Ochagavia CMF, (Claretian) will be attending each of these days and will be the point of reference for the coordination of the involvement of Religious in each location. 

You are asked to volunteer your vocation Director, or yourself, and/or other local members of your Congregation, who would be willing to engage positively with young people in Secondary schools on one or more of these days.  This would not simply be for the benefit of your own Congregation but as part of a collective witness to the value and vitality of Religious Life in the Church today.
